 The fundamentals of the golf swing including 
grip, stance, alignment and the basic swing 
must be developed around each individual's 
physical abilities & body type. 

 
With this philosophy in mind an instructional pro-
gram has been developed at the Stephen Wresh 
Golf Academy that treats individuals as an individ-
ual.  Even in classes with multiple students, special 
effort is given to provide the diversity in instruc-
tion that will allow each individual to maximize 
their abilities.
